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OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

XSHARPENING THE BLADE

1. Connect the plug of the electric cord to the power supply

2. Push the switch to start the machine

3. Pressing the presser lever (B124) down for a few seconds so that the sharpening
stone lightly touches and grinds the blade for several times

>XHOW TO REPLACE BLADE

1. Make sure the electric cord is disconnected from the power source

2. Turn off the screw for finger guard (B158) and remove the finger guard (B157)
3. Using a wrench (B161) remove the blade lock nut (B153) by turning it left

4. Remove the blade (B152) and clean any dust or dirt from machine

5. Replace the blade

»XHOW TO REPLACE CARBON BRUSH

1. While the machine is unplugged. Remove the screw (B101) and pull the cover
(B102) upward

2. Remove the screwed cap (B104) over the carbon brush and replace the carbon
brush (B103)

3. Put the cover (B102) back into its original position and tighten the screw

4. Check right and left carbon brushes from time to time and always replace both
right and left carbon brushes when worn out

>XLUBRICATION AND MAINTENANCE

1. Turn the grease cup (B138) clockwise a little bit to inject the grease into the gear
box

2. Make sure to add grease supplied with the machine to the grease cup (B137)
when the grease cup is screwed down to the bottom

3. Always keep the machine clean and free from remnants

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XHOW TO ADJUST SHARPENING STONE (SEE FIG.1)

As the stone wears it does not touch against the blade for grinding

1. Loosen 2 screws (B123)

2. While pressing the presser lever (B124) turn the thumb tube (B130) clockwise till
the sharpening stone touches the blade

3. Release presser lever (B124) to its original place then tighten the 2 screws (B123)

4. Do the same thing on the other side of sharpening stone

¥ How TO REPLACE SHARPENING STONE (SEE FIG.2)

1. Unscrew the screws (B123) to remove the sharpening stone assembly (B127 thru
B131)

2. Unscrew the screw (B127) to replace a new sharpening stone (B128)

3. Put the new sharpening stone assembly back and adjust it the way to adjust the
stone

4. Tighten the screws (B123)
